Criteria for Scholarship

•	 Applicant must be a graduating high school senior with plans to attend a four-year college, 
community college, or technical school; or must be a full-time continuing student in a post-
secondary school or college.

•	 Applicant must be a member of The People’s Community Baptist Church and an active 
participant in at least TWO (2) church ministries.

•	 College students must submit proof of good academic standing at their institution.

•	 Scholarship awards limited to no more than FIVE (5) years.

•	 Adults applying for this scholarship:
1) 	Must be working toward a first bachelor’s degree, and
2) 	Must be resuming college after being out for at least 10 years.

Requirements

•	 An official transcript of current grades must be submitted with application.

•	 For first-time applicants, two letters of recommendation (one from a leader familiar with your 
church activities) must be submitted.

•	 For first-time applicants, a 300-word essay (double-spaced) must be submitted with application. 
The essay should describe:
1)	 Involvement in academic and volunteer programs;
2)	 Experiences related to church activities, and;
3)	 Future academic plans.

•	 A current individual photograph must be submitted with application.

•	 The Scholarship Committee must receive a valid statement of enrollment from the institution the 
student plans to attend after graduation from high school.
